“2012 Point Pleasant’s Got Talent Rules”

The following is a list of rules that will govern our 2012 Talent Competition. All
participants are to adhere to all of the following rules! There will be no exceptions! All
decisions of the Talent Competition Committee are final.
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The Talent Competition Committee must approve all entrants before performing on stage. All
performances must be appropriate for all ages and geared to Family-type entertainment.
Inappropriate content and/or language are unacceptable. Proper attire is a must. Entries that do
not conform to these rules and/or do not provide complete and accurate information on the
application form will not be considered.

Be prepared to perform two (2) acts as there are two (2) rounds. All acts must be performance-
ready and will be time limited to 3 minutes. Contestants will supply their own music (CD’s only)
with one (1) song per CD (bring duplicate CD’s). Singers must have only instrumental CDs with
absolutely no vocals. (Caution: Not all “self-made” CD’s are readable on all sound equipment.
The House System is used for all performances; however musicians may supply their own
amplifiers/monitors. Complete equipment plot form and submit with application.

No flash photography! Cameras and video equipment are permitted providing they do not
interfere with the viewing pleasure of audience members.

The Talent Competition is open to amateurs only, members of the Point Pleasant Community as
well as neighboring towns, one (1) member must be from Point Pleasant, and of all ages;
Contestants can perform in only one (1) act per round. Performing in more than one (1) act per
round may result in disqualification.

All applications and entry fees must be submitted to the Point Pleasant Borough HS PTO on or
before January 20™ 2012. Entry fees are as follows: $25.00 per group (group defined as two (2)
or more members); $15.00 per individual. Checks are to be made payable to the PPBHS PTO.
These fees cover expenses associated with the competition and are non-refundable. This
competition is to benefit the PPBHS PTO and Band Boosters Organizations. Incomplete or late
applications will not be accepted.

Parents/guardians are not allowed in the backstage area unless part of the performance.

Male and Female changing areas will be available.

I" Round Judging scores will be tallied during intermission. Top competitors will then be
announced and set to perform a new routine or number. Scores will again be tallied and top 3
performers announced and awarded cash prizes. Set up arrival time 6:00 pm; show start 7:00
pm.

The following are the criteria from which all contestants will be judged: stage presence,

creativity, costuming, originality, overall performance and technique. Checks will be awarded to
1 ($200.00), 2" ($100.00), and 3™ ($50.00).
